A Spiritual Gift for your home: How Catholics can use the
Old Testament in the family

What is your family’s favorite meal? Is it a holiday recipe, a simple
weeknight dinner, or a gourmet dessert treat?

The Second Vatican Council teaches that “the treasures of the Bible
are to be opened more lavishly, so that richer fare may be provided
for the faithful at the table of God's Word “(Constitution on the
Sacred Liturgy, 51). Is the Bible a special table around which your
family gathers, as if for a favorite meal?

As we consider ways to share the Old Testament in the family we
discover that the Bible, whether prominently displayed or gathering
dust on a shelf, offers rich spiritual nourishment for children,
teenagers and adults in your home.

It is said that we live in the Age of Information. The information
superhighway moves us through the high speed traffic of news
conveyed through television, the Internet, blogs, and instant
messaging. We may have instant and high speed access to
information at our fingertips. But the search for human happiness
and daily wisdom remains. What is the place of the Bible in this
Information Age?

The Catechism tells us that, the books of the Old Testament “are a
storehouse of sublime teaching on God and of sound wisdom on
human life, as well as a wonderful treasury of prayers; in them, too,
the mystery of our salvation is present in a hidden way.” (CCC 122,
quoting Dei Verbum 15)

Much of the Old Testament takes the form of stories. The way God
teaches resounds with human imagination. Through the rich
tapestry of biblical narratives we learn about God’s love and fidelity
in the face of human doubt, apathy and infidelity. In the drama of the
biblical stories is reflected our own journeys of faith with our daily
joys, struggles, and hopes.

Old Testament stories are especially compelling for young children
who, with their natural capacity for awe and wonder, marvel at the
unfolding of God’s saving action and living presence in the world.
Biblical stories that reveal weakness and sin are opportunities to
discuss, at age appropriate levels, our humanness in light of God’s
love and mercy. Through the biblical range of human experiences
we learn God’s ways and our response of faith.

To bring the Old Testament to life, assign family members to gather
artistic images that depict biblical stories and themes. Let the
painting, sculpture, stained glass, or piece of sacred music serve as
a discussion starter for family reflection on God’s word expressed in
artistic forms.

The Psalms are a rich storehouse of prayers. In spite of overloaded
family schedules taking brief moments to pray together the Liturgy
of the Hours, whether Morning or Evening Prayer, connects your
home to the Church’s rhythm of praise, thanksgiving and
intercession. Handy Catholic resources now available make daily
praying of Morning and Evening Prayer simple and sustainable.

Finally, lectio divina is another practical way to feast on the Old
Testament in your home. This ancient Christian practice is being
recovered in our time and strongly encouraged during the 2008
Bishops Synod on the Word of God and in Pope Benedict's
Exhortation following the Synod. Through the steps of lectio divina -
reading, meditation, prayer and contemplation - the wisdom of the
Old Testament can bear rich fruit in your home and may even
become your family’s favorite spiritual food.

Un don espiritual para tu hogar: Cémo los catélicos pueden usar el
Antiguo Testamento en la familia

¢ Cual es la comida favorita de tu familia? ;Es una receta especial de
alguna festividad, una cena sencilla entre semana, o un postre
gourmet?

El Concilio Vaticano Il ensefia que “los tesoros de la Biblia deben
abrirse con mayor abundancia, para que se proporcione a los fieles una
mesa mas rica en la Palabra de Dios” (Constitucién sobre la Sagrada
Liturgia, 51). ¢Es la Biblia una mesa especial alrededor de la cual se
reune tu familia, como si se tratara de su comida favorita?

Al considerar formas de compartir el Antiguo Testamento en la familia,
descubrimos que la Biblia —ya sea que esté en un lugar prominente o
acumulando polvo en un estante— ofrece un rico alimento espiritual
para nifos, adolescentes y adultos en el hogar.
Se dice que vivimos en la Era de la Informacion. La autopista de la
informacién nos mueve a través del trafico veloz de noticias que se
transmiten por television, Internet, blogs y mensajeria instantanea.
Podemos tener acceso instantaneo y rapido a la informacién con solo
tocar un botén. Pero la busqueda de la felicidad humana y de la
sabiduria cotidiana continta. ¢ Cual es el lugar de la Biblia en esta Era
de la Informacion?

El Catecismo nos dice que los libros del Antiguo Testamento “contienen
ensefianzas sublimes sobre Dios y una sabiduria saludable sobre la
vida humana, ademas de un admirable tesoro de oraciones; en ellos se
esconde el misterio de nuestra salvaciéon” (CIC 122, citando Dei Verbum
15).

Gran parte del Antiguo Testamento adopta la forma de relatos. La
manera en que Dios ensefia resuena con la imaginaciéon humana. A
través del rico tapiz de las narraciones biblicas aprendemos sobre el
amor y la fidelidad de Dios frente a la duda, la apatia y la infidelidad
humanas. En el drama de las historias biblicas se refleja nuestro propio
camino de fe, con nuestras alegrias, luchas y esperanzas diarias.

Los relatos del Antiguo Testamento son especialmente atrayentes para
los nifios pequefios que, con su capacidad natural de asombro y
admiracion, se maravillan con el desarrollo de la accién salvadora de
Dios y Su presencia viva en el mundo. Las historias biblicas que revelan
debilidad y pecado ofrecen oportunidades para conversar —de manera
apropiada a la edad— sobre nuestra humanidad a la luz del amor y la
misericordia de Dios. A través del abanico de experiencias humanas en
la Biblia, aprendemos los caminos de Dios y nuestra respuesta de fe.

Para dar vida al Antiguo Testamento, asigna a los miembros de la
familia la tarea de reunir imagenes artisticas que representen historias y
temas biblicos. Que una pintura, escultura, vitral o pieza de musica
sacra sirva como punto de partida para una reflexion familiar sobre la
Palabra de Dios expresada en formas artisticas.

Los Salmos son un rico tesoro de oraciones. A pesar de los horarios
sobrecargados de la familia, tomar breves momentos para rezar juntos
la Liturgia de las Horas, ya sea la Oracion de la Mafiana o de la Tarde,
conecta tu hogar con el ritmo de alabanza, accién de gracias e
intercesion de la Iglesia. Hoy en dia, existen recursos catdlicos
accesibles que hacen posible rezar diariamente de manera sencilla y
constante.

Finalmente, la lectio divina es otra forma practica de alimentarse del
Antiguo Testamento en el hogar. Esta antigua practica cristiana se esta
recuperando en nuestros dias y fue fuertemente recomendada durante
el Sinodo de los Obispos sobre la Palabra de Dios en 2008 y en la
exhortacion del Papa Benedicto XVI posterior al Sinodo. A través de los
pasos de la lectio divina lectura, meditacion, oracion y contemplacion,
la sabiduria del Antiguo Testamento puede dar frutos abundantes en tu
hogar y quizds se convierta en el alimento espiritual favorito de tu
familia.
