Perfect Offering: Scott Hahn Reflects on the
Second Sunday in Ordinary Time

Jesus speaks through the prophet Isaiah in today’s First
Reading.
He tells us of the mission given to Him by the Father from

the womb: “You are My servant,” He said to Me.”

Servant and Son, our Lord was sent to lead a new
exodus, to raise up the exiled tribes of Israel, to gather
and restore them to God. More than that, He was to be a
light to the nations, that God’s salvation may reach to the
ends of the earth.

Before the first exodus, a lamb was offered in sacrifice
and its blood painted on the lIsraelites’ door posts. The
blood of the lamb identified their homes and the Lord
‘passed over’ these in executing judgment on the
Egyptians.

In the new exodus, Jesus is the “Lamb of God,” as John
beholds Him in the Gospel today. Our Lord sings of this in
today’s Psalm. He has come, He says, to offer His body
to do the will of God.

The sacrifices, oblations, holocausts, and sin-offerings
given after the first exodus had no power to take away
sins. They were meant not to save but to teach. In
offering these sacrifices, the people were to learn self-
sacrifice, that they were made for worship, to offer
themselves freely to God and to delight in His will.

Only Jesus could make that perfect offering of Himself.
And through His sacrifice, He has given us ears open to
obedience and made it possible for us to hear the
Father’s call to holiness, as Paul says in today’s Epistle.

He has made us children of God, baptized in the blood of
the Lamb. And we are to join our sacrifice to His, to offer
our bodies, our lives, as living sacrifices in the spiritual
worship of the Mass.

JesUs habla por medio del profeta Isaias en la Primera
Lectura de hoy.

El nos habla de la misién que le fue dada por el Padre
desde el seno materno: «Tu eres mi siervo», me dijo.

En el nuevo éxodo, Jesus es el «Cordero de Dios», como
lo contempla Juan en el Evangelio de hoy. Nuestro Sefor
canta esto en el Salmo de hoy: ha venido, dice, a ofrecer
su cuerpo para cumplir la voluntad de Dios.

Los sacrificios, oblaciones, holocaustos y ofrendas por el
pecado ofrecidos después del primer éxodo no tenian
poder para quitar los pecados. No estaban destinados a
salvar, sino a ensefar. Al ofrecer estos sacrificios, el
pueblo debia aprender el sacrificio de si mismo, que
habia sido creado para la adoracién, para ofrecerse
libremente a Dios y complacerse en su voluntad.

Solo Jesus pudo hacer esa ofrenda perfecta de si mismo.
Y por medio de su sacrificio, nos ha dado oidos abiertos
a la obediencia y ha hecho posible que escuchemos el
llamado del Padre a la santidad, como dice san Pablo en
la Epistola de hoy.

El nos ha hecho hijos de Dios, bautizados en la sangre
del Cordero. Y estamos llamados a unir nuestro sacrificio
al suyo, a ofrecer nuestros cuerpos y nuestras vidas
como sacrificios vivos en el culto espiritual de la Misa.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The symbols and actions of baptism evolved around the
experience of adults dying to old patterns of life and rising from
the waters of baptism as new creations. As for newborn babies,
at first it was desired to wait until the following Easter, when they
could be baptized, anointed with chrism, and given a taste of the
Eucharist in association with adults. The Church was always
willing to baptize adults in emergency situations outside the
Easter timetable, and in time, since infancy itself was a
life[Jthreatening situation, the baptism of babies became
commonplace. As with the “emergency” adult baptisms, it was
required that parents bring the child, as soon as health was
recovered, to the bishop for the full menu of sacraments. The

very real fear of death for infants thus created a situation in
which the three sacraments drifted apart from each other, and
away from their original, adult celebration at Easter. Today, at
last, we know a great deal about how our practices evolved. This
knowledge is reshaping how we celebrate Easter, how we
receive adult faith, and how we structure the faith journey of
children.

Tradiciones de Nuestra Fe
Los simbolos y las acciones del bautismo se desarrollaron a partir
de la experiencia de los adultos que morian a los antiguos modos
de vida y resurgian de las aguas del bautismo como nuevas
criaturas. En cuanto a los recién nacidos, al principio se deseaba
esperar hasta la Pascua siguiente, cuando podian ser bautizados,
ungidos con el crisma y recibir un anticipo de la Eucaristia junto con
los adultos. La Iglesia siempre estuvo dispuesta a bautizar a los
adultos en situaciones de emergencia fuera del calendario pascual
y, con el tiempo, dado que la infancia misma se consideraba una
situacion de riesgo para la vida, el bautismo de los bebés se volvid
algo comun. Al igual que en los bautismos “de emergencia” de
adultos, se requeria que los padres llevaran al nifo, tan pronto
como recuperara la salud, ante el obispo para recibir el conjunto
completo de los sacramentos. El temor muy real a la muerte de los
infantes cred asi una situaciéon en la que los tres sacramentos se
fueron separando entre si y alejandose de su celebracion original,
como rito para adultos en la Pascua. Hoy, por fin, sabemos mucho
sobre como evolucionaron nuestras practicas. Este conocimiento
esta dando nueva forma a la manera en que celebramos la Pascua,
como acogemos la fe de los adultos y como estructuramos el
camino de fe de los nifios.
