History Redeemed: Scott Hahn Reflects on
the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

Today’s Liturgy gives us a lesson in ancient Israelite geography
and history.

Isaiah’s prophecy in today’s First Reading is quoted by Matthew
in today’s Gospel. Both intend to recall the apparent fall of the
everlasting kingdom promised to David.

Eight centuries before Christ, that part of the kihngdom where the
tribes of Zebulun and Naphtali lived was attacked by the
Assyrians, and the tribes were hauled off into captivity.

It marked the beginning of the kingdom’s end. The Davidic
empire finally crumbled in the sixth century BC, when Jerusalem
was seized by Babylon and the remaining tribes were driven into
exile.

Isaiah prophesied that Zebulun and Naphtali, the lands first to
be degraded, would be the first to see the light of God’'s
salvation. Jesus today fulfills that prophecy, announcing the
restoration of David’s kingdom at precisely the spot where the
kingdom began to fall.

His gospel of the Kingdom includes not only the twelve tribes of
Israel but all the nations, symbolized by the “Galilee of the
Nations.” Calling His first disciples, two fishermen on the Sea of
Galilee, He appoints them to be “fishers of men,” gathering
people from the ends of the earth.

They are to preach the gospel, Paul says in today’s Epistle, to
unite all peoples in the same mind and in the same purpose, in
a worldwide kingdom of God.

By their preaching, Isaiah’s promise has been delivered. A world
in darkness has seen the light. The yoke of slavery and sin,
borne by humanity since time began, has been smashed.

And we are able now, as we sing in today’s Psalm, to dwell in
the house of the Lord, to worship Him in the land of the living.

“Behold, I make all things new.” (Revelation 21:5)

Ocho siglos antes de Cristo, aquella parte del reino donde
habitaban las tribus de Zabulén y Neftali fue atacada por los
asirios, y las tribus fueron |llevadas al cautiverio.
Esto marco el comienzo del fin del reino. El imperio davidico
finalmente se derrumbé en el siglo VI a. C., cuando Jerusalén
fue tomada por Babilonia y las ftribus restantes fueron
conducidas al exilio.

Isaias profetizd que Zabuldn y Neftali, las tierras que primero
fueron humilladas, serian las primeras en ver la luz de la
salvacién de Dios. Jesus hoy cumple esa profecia, anunciando
la restauracion del reino de David precisamente en el lugar
donde el reino comenzo a caer.

Su Evangelio del Reino incluye no solo a las doce tribus de
Israel, sino a todas las naciones, simbolizadas por la “Galilea de
las Naciones”. Al llamar a sus primeros discipulos, dos
pescadores en el mar de Galilea, los nombra “pescadores de
hombres”, para reunir a las personas desde los confines de la
tierra.

Ellos han de predicar el Evangelio, dice san Pablo en la
Epistola de hoy, para unir a todos los pueblos en una misma
mente y en un mismo propdsito, en un reino universal de Dios.

Por su predicacion, la promesa de Isaias se ha cumplido. Un
mundo en tinieblas ha visto la luz. El yugo de la esclavitud y del
pecado, cargado por la humanidad desde el comienzo del
tiempo, ha sido quebrado.

Y ahora podemos, como cantamos en el Salmo de hoy, habitar
en la casa del Sefor y adorarlo en la tierra de los vivientes.
